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The Impact of Career Plateau on Employee Job Satisfaction the Moderating Role of Remote Work

Abstract

This study investigates the impact of career plateau on employee job satisfaction, with a focus
on the moderating role of remote work. The research addresses a critical gap in the literature,
especially for employee with perceptions of career plateau. Career plateau - the employee
believe that luck of the promotion is low, has negative impact on job satisfaction. If job re-
shaping is motivator for employee, changing job environment through remote work, can be
an instrument to counteract negative effects of plateau. By exploring the influence of remote
work characterized by job flexibility, autonomy, and job security, this study aims to determine
if it can mitigate the adverse effects of career plateau. The question is whether remote work is
beneficial for employees in the context of career plateau when the main advantages of remote
work are job flexibility, extra income, and work safety or how the remote work experience,
through job flexibility, autonomy, and job security impacts the relationship of Career plateau
and Job Satisfaction. Also, how these effects vary by gender and parental status.

A gquantitative research approach was employed, involving a survey of full-time employees in
a Georgian public and private institutions. The study measures variables such as career pla-
teau, job satisfaction, and remote work experience using established scales. Data is analyzed
through linear regression to identify significant relationships and moderating effects.

Findings provide valuable information for managers, helping them understand the benefits
of remote work to implement strategies to enhance employee satisfaction and organizational
performance. The study’s novelty lies in its focus on remote work conditions, offering a con-

temporary perspective on career plateau and job satisfaction.

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Cross-linguistic Onomatopoeia in the English and Georgian Languages

Onomatopoeia depicts the connection between sound-meaning correspondence and can be
found across languages as one of the ways of forming new vocabulary. Cross-linguistically,
the features of language-specific and universal onomatopoeias are still questionable, and it
is debatable if different language speakers can understand natural sound imitation of foreign
languages. As studies comparing cross-linguistic onomatopoeias are scarce, it is important to
research cross-linguistic features of onomatopoeias in languages belonging to different lan-
guage families; in this case, the English language belonging to the West Germanic branch of the
Indo-European language family and Georgian Language - South Caucasian (Kartvelian) branch
of the Caucasian language family. The goal of this study is to investigate cross-linguistic ono-
matopoeia in the English and Georgian languages and identify universal and language-specific
onomatopoeic words between these two languages. This qualitative study highlights the exis-
tence of certain universal sound imitations understood across these two languages according
to the analysis of animal, nature, human and miscellaneous onomatopoeias. It emphasizes

reasons for similarities and finds constraints that may interfere with comprehension.

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Evidence for Phillips Curve: Republic of Georgia

Abstract

This paper examines the relationship between inflation and unemployment in the Republic of
Georgia, to determine if the Phillips curve is empirically present, and compares the slope of
the curve to that in the United States of America. The traditional Phillips curve states that there
is a negative relationship between the unemployment rate and the inflation rate. This implies
tradeoffs between inflation and unemployment, which is important for policymakers; however,
there is very little literature on the topic as it pertains to the Republic of Georgia.

Using historical data from 1991 to 2022 from the World Bank and the International Labor
Organization, this paper conducts two regression analyses to determine if the Phillips curve
holds true. This paper finds that the there is a negative relationship between the inflation rate
and the unemployment rate in the Republic of Georgia and finds that the slope of the curve is
steeper than the slope in the United States of America. This suggests that the Phillips curve is
empirically present in the Republic of Georgia, and that policymakers likely face tradeoffs when

creating policy to lower inflation or unemployment.

In both practice and theory, debates frequently arise regarding
what constitutes the inviolability of human dignity. Ensuring constitutional rights is a funda-
mental function of a democratic state. Human dignity belongs to the category of absolute
rights, which is enshrined in the highest legislative act, the Constitution, as dignity underpins
each fundamental right. Exceptions and the interest in the administration of justice cannot
justify restrictions on this right. This article will provide a detailed analysis of Georgian and
European standards, as well as interpretations, theories, and practices offered by judicial bod-
ies, which elucidate the concept of this privilege that, while seemingly clear, is also inherently
ambiguous and subject to multiple interpretations.

This research will highlight the significant legal factors that reflect the absoluteness of the right
to dignity. Generally, dignity is the foundation of each individual’s identity and an equal guar-
antee to be different from others, dependent on individual choice.

The goal of the study is to understand how various American immigration policies
under these two administrations have influenced foreign students’ access to educational insti-
tutions in the U.S. It is mixed-methods research that applies both quantitative and qualitative
approaches. The methodology of the research includes the comparison of various immigration
policy papers, surveys with international students, immigrants, policy experts, advocacy groups,
NGOs, university administrators, and studying specific cases. This paper analyzes important
policy changes over the last eight years, such as travel bans, visa rules, the public charge rule,
and reforms in programs like DACA and OPT (Optional Practical Training). These issues are
carefully analyzed to understand how they affect higher education directly and indirectly. Early
research results verify that the Trump administration’s immigration policies significantly re-
stricted access to educational opportunities for international students in the U.S. These policies
made tuition more expensive and limited access to scholarships and financial aid. Moreover,
the strict visa rules and travel bans caused psychological stress, uncertainty, and insecurity
among students, which very negatively impacted their academic performance and motivation
to pursue higher education.

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Discrimination in Pre-Contractual Labor Relations

Abstract

The purpose of labor law is to protect the employee. The employee is recognized as the “weak
side” of the labor relationship. The main purpose of the labor legal order is to neutralize the
natural imbalance in labor relations as much as possible. In order to protect the employee,
the labor law provides mandatory norms, the most important of which is the prohibition of
discrimination.

The term discrimination is of Latin origin, meaning “to make a difference”. It refers to the
difference of people according to a certain sign in a negative context. The concept of nondis-
crimination arose from the idea of equality. The essence of equality is the equal treatment of
people and the provision of equal access to social goods for individuals. Discrimination implies
unequal treatment in the case of two persons in equal conditions in favor of one of them, due
to a characteristic of the other.

According to Article 5 of the Organic Law of Georgia “"Labor Code of Georgia”, discrimination
is prohibited both in the labor relationship and in the pre-contractual relationship, including
the publication of the vacancy announcement and the selection stage, selection criteria and
employment conditions. According to the 111th Convention of the International Labor Organi-
zation (ILO), the stage of employment - pre-contractual relationship is given within the frame-
work of the prohibition of discrimination. Job seekers, in terms of access to employment, enjoy
the right to equal treatment. Job search is sufficient for, taking into account the objectives of
protection of the rule of equal treatment, the guarantees of protection provided for by the
labor law are extended to the candidate.

Today, there are frequent cases of discrimination in the pre-contractual stage. This can be
manifested in many ways, for example, when the employer refers directly or indirectly to the
qualities that have nothing to do with the qualifications of the potential employee or the per-
formance of official duties, the exclusion of certain persons from the selection process due to
a specific sign, based on reasons unrelated to their job skills and/or the nature of the work to
be performed. (for example, denying a person a job because of their political affiliation), giving
preference to a male candidate due to the influence of existing stereotypical positions that a

woman may be unsuitable for this job because of her gender.
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Our work also concerns the types of discrimination and its manifestation in precontractual
relations, the rights and obligations of the parties, including the right to ask questions of the
employer, their specificity and conditions of limitation, we will consider European decisions on
such cases, touch upon the right of a person to lie and the good faith of the parties during the
interview stages, talk about the cases of discrimination during the publication of the vacancy

and the competition and the mechanisms for protecting the candidate’s rights.

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Exploring Income Inequality in Georgia: The Effects of Economic Growth, FDI, and Edu-

cation-Level Unemployment in Georgia

Abstract

Income inequality and poverty reduction have been essential to the economic sector. This pa-
per analyses income distribution in the case of Georgia during 2010-2022. The paper includes
the critical indicators that impact income inequality (GINI): GDP growth rate, FDI and FDI net
flow, and the unemployment rate for three categories (primary education, intermediate educa-
tion and advanced education). The study employed OLS, Robust OLS, and Prais-Winsten AR (1)
to address the auto-correlation issue.

The paper found that a 1% increase in GDP growth rate contributes to the increase of the GINI
coefficient by 29% (OLS method) and 32% (Prais-Winsten AR (1)). Furthermore, it was found
that FDI flow causes a decrease in the income distribution gap, negatively influencing the GINI
coefficient. Finally, from the three categories of unemployment, advanced education unem-
ployment positively impacts the GINI coefficient. This study suggests that to stabilize the gap
between different income groups, FDI should be stimulated, and other institutional factors

should be implemented to distribute the benefit of GDP growth to all citizen groups.

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Abstract

The February-October revolutions of 1917 created favorable conditions for separating Georgia
from the Russian Empire and restoring its independence. For the first time in the history of
the country, a democratic republic was established on the territory of Georgia. The context of
our article also concerns the foreign relations of the First Democratic Republic of Georgia, the
foreign political course in 1918-21 and its study and analysis. The purpose of the mentioned
article is to highlight and evaluate the features that characterized Georgia's foreign policy at
the initial stage of building an independent state. The research methodology involves docu-
ment analysis, with a primary emphasis on secondary sources. The central research questions
guiding the study are: What was the foreign policy orientation of Georgia during the First
Democratic Republic? And, which countries did Georgia develop special ties with, and how
beneficial were these relationships for the newly independent country?

Among the leading states, Germany is the most accessible and friendly country for Georgia, re-
lations with which began on May 28, 1918, when Germany officially recognized Georgia's inde-
pendence and undertook to protect the inviolability of its territory. On the one hand, Germany
did not want Georgia to become a problem for Ottomans, and on the other hand, its goal was
to build a wall in the southern part of Russia to resist its future revival, and Georgia was the wall.
The United States of America, which recognized Georgia’'s independence rather late, on May
7, 1920, showed no less interest in Georgia, which was on the road to independence. It is true
that he provided significant financial and humanitarian aid to the state, but he still rejected the
legality of Georgia’s aspiration for political independence.

The Democratic Republic of Georgia took the political path to the newly created international
peace organization, the League of Nations.

This article will provide a detailed analysis of Georgian and
European standards, as well as interpretations, theories, and practices offered by judicial bod-
ies, which elucidate the concept of this privilege that, while seemingly clear, is also inherently
ambiguous and subject to multiple interpretations.

As a result of
this jurisprudential disagreement, there has been a disturbance in the interpretation of legal
cases, for example in Article 939 of the Civil Code and the Family Protection Law. In the jurists’
approach and laws, the distinction between a person with two sexual organs (= bisexual) and
the other gender of identity (= transsexual) has not been separated; Therefore, this confusion
has occurred in the issuance of reassignment permit by the family court. In this article, at first
explained the difference between “bisexual” and “transsexual”. Then it has adapted the per-
spective of prohibition of jurists and law with “transsexual”. At the end, based on this, from a
jurisprudential point of view, performing the surgery of “transgender” is allowed only on "bi-

sexual” people.

To study Post-Traumatic Stress Disorder in Medical Students Following the COVID-19 Pandem-
ic. Subsequently, after the COVID-19 pandemic, many restrictions were put in place to avert a
spread. Measures like these, taken to implement public health measures and local lockdowns,
were then noted to have a directly linked increase in stress levels and decreased social contact.
An online questionnaire was conducted by Google Forms to learn about the mental condition
of the population with respect to post-COVID-19 pandemic and lockdown, and how these are
affecting. The targeted medical students are coming from India, Ukraine, and Georgia; out of
them, the greater portion of the respondents were from Georgia Most student responders to
this survey were from Georgia, India, and Ukraine. Their responses indicated that the majority
were 24to 26 year-old students with a mix of 62.5% female and 37.5% male. Major symptoms
reported by them included anxiety, depression, and a lack of motivation. 57.3% percent of
the respondents stated that their mental health had deteriorated due to the pandemic, and
76.6% reported it having negatively impacted their social lives. Important mental health im-
pacts, including intrusive thoughts, avoidance behaviours, and hyperarousal, have been noted,
particularly in students directly exposed to COVID-19, increase in academic workload, and lack
of social support. A few studies also indicated that high academic pressure and fear of infec-
tion contributed to the development of PTSD. Besides, the lockdowns and social isolations
increased the sense of loneliness and helplessness, which again added to the increased levels
of stress due to education disruption and a very limited number of recreational activities. Our
study found that PTSD significantly impacted students’ mental health. Social isolation from
lockdowns and distancing intensified feelings of loneliness and helplessness, increasing their
susceptibility to PTSD. Addressing PTSD among medical students is crucial for ensuring their
overall well-being, both mentally and physically. Recommendations for medical schools and
healthcare organizations to reduce workload and improving personal life care. Further research
and advocacy are crucial to truly grasp how the pandemic has affected the mental well-being

of medical students.

We will try to analyze
the present issues.

ARE WAR CRIMES EVER JUSTIFIED"-for centuries humanity asked this question and now, | said
-yes. However, history has answered this question itself, but today, in the 21st century, this
issue still does not lose its relevance.

The first war crimes trial was held in 1474 by the Holy Roman Empire and the hoc tribunal,
which judged Peter von Hagenbach, who was responsible for the actions of his soldiers as a
knight. The trial explained that he, as a knight, had the duty to prevent the criminal action of a
“military force”, even when he accomplishes supreme orders. Von Hagenbach was sentenced
to the highest punishment - beheading. As we can see, the initial stages of war crimes are
subject to the most severe punishment, which once again emphasizes the cruelty of this crime
against humanity. The Nuremberg process - a tribunal of world importance: The Nuremberg
Trials took place from November 20, 1945 to October 1, 1946. By the verdict of the tribunal, the
convicts were found guilty of conspiracy to prepare and wage a war of aggression. The inter-
national significance of the Nuremberg Trials is that it exposed the whole world to the terrible
evils of German Nazism and militarism. For the first time, the criminal liability of state leaders
for committing the gravest international crime was implemented. On December 11, 1946, the
UN General Assembly affirmed the principles of international law recognized by the Nurem-
berg Tribunal Statute and reflected in its judgment.

What does war crime mean? War crime is one of the types of international crime. Today, an
international crime is an action or refraining from action that violates international peace or
the security of people (Aleksidze International law, 2015, p.197). According to the Rome Stat-
ute: war crimes are committed during an armed conflict. These crimes in most cases violate

the laws and norms of war or international humanitarian law. Most war crimes are committed
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against non-combatants and civilians. War crimes include: murders, torture, rape, hostage-tak-
ing, forced labor, etc.

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Preventive Strategies for Preeclampsia in Indian Women

Sivaprasad Maliyekkal Rajendran

Abstract

To study the best practices of preventive strategies for preeclampsia in Indian women, | have
done a literature review of different RCT interventional studies regarding various medications
and modalities, like: Aspirin at 75mg and 150mg [A], Calcium supplementation at 500mg and
1500mg [B], Lycopene supplementation [C], Nitric oxide as low dose Isosorbide Mononitrate
20mg/day [D], Vitamin E and Vitamin C supplementation [E] and Fitness/Yoga [F] aimed at
prevention of preeclampsia.

Current WHO guidelines for prevention of preeclampsia include supplementation by calci-
um (900 mg/day), Antihypertensive medications especially for women with preexisting hy-
pertension before pregnancy and severe hypertension during their pregnancy. WHO also rec-
ommends low dose Aspirin at (75 mg/day) from their second trimester until delivery. Some
modalities tested in this paper are directly against the current WHO guideline, these ensure
comprehensiveness and indicate an importance for further studies.

Reference from current WHO guidelines for prevention of preeclampsia include supplemen-
tation by calcium (900 mg/day) in areas of the world with less calcium in their diet, Antihyper-
tensive medications can especially be given to women with preexisting hypertension before
pregnancy and also to women who have severe hypertension during their pregnancy, WHO
also recommends low dose Aspirin at (75 mg/day) can also be given from their second trimes-
ter onwards until their delivery.

Data for this study report was sourced from 6 RCT studies done in India, one Review article
and excerpts taken from standard obstetric textbook (Williams obstetrics 24th edition) and DC
Dutta’s obstetrics (8th edition).

From the 6 RCT studies conducted in India regarding preeclampsia prevention strategies, we
can conclude that. Prevention of preeclampsia with the use of 150 mg of Aspirin yielded better
results when compared to 75 mg [A]. Which is concurrent with the current WHO guideline. Use
of Calcium supplementation [B] was only effective when it was provided for women who were
actually having calcium deficiency, it was not a good preventative measure for women who
already had sufficient calcium in their diet, which follows the current WHO guideline.

From the studies [C] & [D], We can conclude that the use of lycopene and Isosorbide Mono-
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nitrate was not a useful modality of preeclampsia prevention. Study [E] suggests that using
Vitamin C and Vitamin E reduced the risk of mild preeclampsia by 46% and severe cases by
72% Study [F] shows that the use of Yoga and physical exercise can regulate blood pressure

disorders and therefore decrease the occurrence of preeclampsia.

Abstract

The modern legal world has broken the myth of the court a long time ago, as the only body
where justice can be administered. Today, everyone knows an arbitration as an alternative
method of dispute resolution. As the Law of Georgia on arbitration says, the arbitration award
rendered by on arbitral tribunal on the basis of a valid arbitration agreement is final and bind-
ing for the parties (the Law of Georgia on Arbitration, 2019). However, the arbitration award
shall be subject to the specific procedures for its recognition and enforcement. The research
aims to study the problems raised around this issue and the ways of their solution, along with
positive trends.

Apart from national and international legal literature, the thesis analyzed Georgian judicial
practice as well. Considering the above, the features related to the recognition and enforce-
ment of the arbitration award were studied in depth. The Convention on Recognition and
Enforcement of Foreign Arbitration Awards and the Law of Georgia on Arbitration adopted
in 2009 on the basis of the UN Model Law within the framework of UNCITRAL (Kekenadze
G. Tkemaladze S. "A guide to arbitration”, 2017, p:1) played an important role in the research
under which the main aspects, procedures, exceptions, grounds for refusal were determined.
Accordingly, as a result of the research, it was established that the issue of recognition and
enforcement of the arbitration award is one of the actual problems.

In addition, the thesis elaborates the existing court decisions on the mentioned issue, empha-
sizes progressive opinions and explanations. Modern challenges in the Georgian legal reality
were not left behind in the research, their positive or negative effects were evaluated.

The research confirmed that the development of arbitration as an alternative method of dis-
pute resolution is accompanied by changes in the modern legal world. The increased role of
the mentioned institution in the business sector has become visible. The relevance of the issue
of recognition and enforcement of the arbitration award in national law was clearly substanti-
ated and, at the same time, the gaps in the law were shown.

Based on the knowledge gained during the working on the thesis, recommendations were

made in the conclusion regarding the alternatives to solve the above-mentioned problematic
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issues, and proposed various ways for more smooth and simplified procedures for the recog-

nition and enforcement of arbitration awards in the future.

Domestic violence is an important problem of the world. It refers to the violation of the consti-
tutional rights and freedoms of one family member by another family member through neglect
and/or physical, psychological, economic, sexual violence and coercion, which is often aimed to
satisfy the aggressor’s desire to rule and fill their complexes caused by psychological problems.
This crime is latent in nature, therefore its exposure often depends on the will of the victim, but
since we live in a stereotypical world, where it is considered that all “family problems”, even
violence, should be solved within the family, and where often the abuser acts covertly, when
even the victim finds it difficult to detect and recognize wrongful actions, such crimes often go
unpunished and the victim has to bear the pressure for a long time or even a lifetime, during
which the health, life and safety of the victim are at risk along with their rights.

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A modern perspective in the management of arterial hypertension - a vaccine as a new

treatment option

Abstract

Arterial hypertension is one of the most common chronic diseases that affects more than 1
billion people worldwide. Hypertension affects various systems, including the Central nervous,
Cardiovascular, and Urinary systems. It is an age-related disease and the prevalence increases
with age. The cause is often unknown, however, stress, eating salty food and various organic
injuries (endocrine, adrenal gland, kidney diseases) play a huge role in its development. Hyper-
tension, in turn, damages the target organs, such as: brain, heart, kidneys, blood vessels, eyes.
Current treatment methods include drugs such as: RAS inhibitors (AGF; ARB), calcium channel
blockers, diuretics, beta blockers, mostly in combination with two or three drugs, rarely as
monotherapy. Today, from a modern point of view, the goal of treatment is still the regulation
of blood pressure indicators, however, scientists are still looking for new methods to achieve
this goal, which can cause a sharp decrease in complications and mortality rates caused by
hypertension in a shorter period of time and by different methods.

To this end, this review article shows the most recent studies that aim to improve the condition
of sick people as quickly as possible and recover with a means such as a vaccine. To date, sev-
eral variants of vaccine have been developed, some have gone through all the phases in order
for research to continue in humans.. The main mechanism of the vaccines was inhibition of
angiotensin Il or angiotensin I. This would lead to a decrease in arterial hypertension indicators
and, accordingly, the goal would be achieved. The most prospective vaccine at this stage is the
CYT006-AngQb vaccine, which has been tested. The vaccine is composed of an Ang Il peptide
with an N-terminal Cys-Gly-Gly extension covalently coupled to a virus-like particle (VLP). The
mentioned vaccine was tested on humans and the desired result was achieved. From the re-
viewed studies, it can be seen that, despite some of the side effects that have been revealed
with the use of vaccines, vaccination, which is still in the research stage, appears to be a mod-
ern promising solution for the treatment of hypertension. If it is improved and used further, a

sharp reduction in the number of deaths in the world population is expected.

The resettlement of Armenians to Georgia intensified from the 1860s onwards. With the an-
nexation of Georgia by Tsarist Russia in the early 19th century, this process accelerated even
further. The Russian government utilized the Armenian factor to strengthen itself in the South
Caucasus and encouraged Armenians to settle in the region. Taking advantage of favorable
conditions, Armenians began to distort Georgian history and lay claim to land by seizing ma-
terial and spiritual monuments. After the 1917 revolutions, the Russian Empire collapsed, and
three independent states - Georgia, Armenia, and Azerbaijan - were established in the South
Caucasus. Armenia, using the dispersed Armenian population in various regions of Georgia,
made territorial claims and attacked Georgia without declaring war. During this process, local
Armenians played a significant role.

Georgia is a country where many different languages are spoken and many ethnic groups.
According to the 2014 census, approximately 87 percent of the country’s population are Geor-
gians, and 13 percent are representatives of various ethnic groups. The largest part of these
groups are Azerbaijanis, 6 percent of the population of Georgia, and almost 5 percent of the
country’s population consists of ethnic Armenians. Kvemo-Kartli has a border with Azerbai-
jan and Samtshe-Javaheti - Armenia. Georgians' anxiety towards Armenians is related to their
claims on Georgian lands and cultural heritage.

Mass settlement of Armenians on the territory of Georgia was possible thanks to new migra-
tions after Russia’s rule in the South Caucasus.

Following the arrival of Soviet Russia in the South Caucasus, Armenians living in Georgia were
granted privileges as part of imperial policy, especially favorable conditions were provided for
them to settle in border areas. After gaining independence, it is known that Armenians directly
and indirectly took steps contrary to the national interests of this country. The harsh economic
and social conditions during these years led to a decline in the number of Armenians living in

this country.

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The optimal form of territorial organization of Georgia

Abstract

According to Article 7, Part 4 of the Constitution of Georgia: “The territorial state arrangement
of Georgia will be revised by the constitutional law of Georgia, based on the principle of sep-
aration of powers, after the full restoration of Georgian jurisdiction over the entire territory of
the country.”

According to the Montevideo Convention of 1933, the state should be characterized by four
features, one of which is the territory and the form of its organization. It refers to the vertical
arrangement of the state territory, which means the totality of the space over which its sover-
eignty extends.

The form of territorial organization in each state is determined individually, and it is regulated
in the constitutions of the same states. This shows the state borders, constituent parts of the
country, where the geographical area of the government’s activity extends. In general, several
forms of territorial organization are recognized: federal, unitary, and regional. Each one has its
own characteristic definition.

The form of federal territorial arrangement implies state formations within the state and uni-
fication in one state. The form of unitary territorial arrangement is relatively simple. In such
an arrangement, the territory of the state is divided into administrative-territorial units, within
which local self-government is carried out. As for regional, in this case, all regions of the state
have been granted the status of territorial autonomy. The form of organization of the regional
territory is similar to unitarism and federalism in certain features, although its existence is com-
pletely independent.

The form of territorial organization in Georgia has always been a subject of discussion. Howev-
er, due to certain reasons, it has not been determined until now, since the legislator determines
it and connects it with the restoration of the country’s territorial integrity. Based on history, it
becomes clear to everyone that certain territories of Georgia is occupied; Therefore, Georgia’s
jurisdiction does not extend to these units. There are many opinions regarding which form will
be the most convenient and usable for

Georgia. Some believe that the federation is dangerous due to its small territory, some are

against unitarism, and others criticize regionalism. One of the main goals of the work is to
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present this problematic nature. In addition to the above mentioned, the paper will discuss the
form of each territorial arrangement, their essence and characteristics, advantages and disad-
vantages, which will be adapted to the reality of Georgia and presented by the author’s vision,

it will become clear which is the optimal way for Georgia.

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Legal Framework for Protection of the Right To Work of Persons with Disabilities in

Georgia

Abstract

The rights of persons with disabilities are one of the critical and problematic issues in the field
of human rights as persons with disabilities worldwide face many difficulties daily and at dif-
ferent stages of life.

International organizations and states adopt various documents to deal with these problems
(for example, the United Nations Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities, and at
the domestic level, legislative acts, such as the Law of Georgia on the Rights of Persons with
Disabilities).

Difficulties appear in various areas of life, including employment. PwDs have to deal with many
challenges, such as discrimination and stereotypes, which are firmly rooted in society, this at-
titude creates a kind of barrier for them, in the way of employment, which prevents them from
fully participating in public life, does not allow them to show their full potential.

One of the ways to combat these problems is an appropriate legal framework that provides
regulations and procedures, which are enforced efficiently to protect the right to work of PwDs.
The purpose of our paper is to examine the current legislation in Georgia regarding employ-
ment of disabled persons, which includes the study of relevant domestic normative acts, as
well as the international documents ratified by the state. Also, special attention will be paid to
examination of the quality of implementation of the legislation in practice and the identifying
of existing gaps, which is necessary to better protect the labor rights of disabled persons in the

future and enable them to actively participate in public life.

The paper reviews the role of the state in the process of protecting the right of citizens to
express their free opinion. We will consider Articles 17 and 21 of the Constitution of Georgia,
according to which citizens of Georgia have the right to freely express their opinions, as well as
hold assemblies and demonstrations. The standard of protection of these rights guaranteed by
the Constitution of Georgia is by the international standards of the European Convention on the
Protection of Human Rights and the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. These standards
are the fundamental principles of a democratic and legal state. The rights to freedom of ex-
pression assembly and demonstration recognized and protected by national and international
law are not universal rights and their restriction is permissible based on legitimate and lawful
intervention by the state. People living in a democratic state expect that the balance between
public interest and human rights will be protected by both the legislation and the executive
power of the state. Thus, based on the decision of the Constitutional Court of Georgia (No-
vember 5, 2002), in this paper, we will discuss the Constitution of Georgia, Georgian legislation
on gatherings and demonstrations, compare their effectiveness with international standards

and the experience of other countries, and try to offer our assessments and recommendations.

Abstract

The 21st century is unimaginable without neighborhood relations.The civil code of Georgia
regulates the various problems in neighborhood relations,in particular,the chapter on neigh-
borhood law.The legal definition of a necessary road is determined by Article 180 of the Civil
Code of Georgia.The paper discusses the doctrine and practice regarding the necessary path.In
practice,we find quite a lot of examples in the form of lawsuits,which is an indication that the
issue in civil turnover is relevant.

Due to the complexity and urgency of the issue, the object of our research is the problem of
the necessary path in the commercial law.

Despite the regulations in the code, public awareness of this issue is low. With the construction
of the necessary road, the legislator introduced a control mechanism that, in cases of urgent
necessity, can be used by the owner of an isolated plot of land to ensure the connection of the
plot of land with necessary communications.

The purpose of the scientific research is to determine the legal prerequisites for the necessary
connection of the land plot with public roads, to investigate and analyze the legal practice
related to the easement and the necessary road, and a number of other issues. In the research
process, the comparative-legal research method is used, which allows us to look at the national

legislation "from the outside” and develop recommendations for improving the practice.

As for
the main part, it talks about the hierarchy of secondary production by the buyer. Since there is
a hierarchy between the requests, the case of the additional performance request, which has
several forms, is considered, i.e. changing the item, setting an additional deadline, correcting
the item’s defect. Also, withdrawal from the contract as a result of secondary production will
be discussed, as well as the compensation of damages, which the buyer can demand from the
debtor along with any secondary production. As for the concluding part, the whole research on

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The Question of the Responsibility of the Administrative Body

Abstract

The liability of the state for damage caused by its organs - public servants - is one of the
widespread issues in the practice and science of law in a rule of law state. In a modern state,
as a subject bearing governmental power, it is the duty of an administrative body to exercise
public law authority in such a manner that the rights of private individuals should be protected
from material or moral harm and from unjust restrictions. However, it must also be noted that
the complexity of this issue lies in the conflicting interests of the state. These interests include
maintaining the state’s operational capability and ensuring the protection of citizens' rights,
a principle which we will discuss further. Thus, natural persons or legal entities under private
law, as subjects of civil transactions, are liable for material or moral damage caused to another
person. According to the Civil Code of Georgia and the practice established by Georgian courts
over the years based on it, the appropriate rules and conditions for compensation of damage
have been adapted. In this paper, we will discuss the issue of the liability of an administrative
body, particularly when damage may be inflicted not only on private individuals but also by the
administrative body itself. These include state or municipal bodies, legal entities under public
law, or other persons exercising public authority delegated by law.

Of course, in such cases, the administrative body responsible for causing the damage is liable
to the injured party in accordance with rules that are generally similar to the procedures for
compensation of damage established by civil law, albeit with certain distinct features. The
paper presents the conditions and grounds for imposing the obligation of compensation for
damage by the state, as well as the prerequisites and basis for claiming compensation for dam-

age. We will also examine contemporary practical examples related to this issue.

The municipal legislation intersects with the regulation of movable and immovable properties,
yet the legal status of animals remains unjust. Animals are still considered property, capable of
representing goods if they can be identified as valuable subjects. Legal and moral questions
related to this issue are inherently interconnected.

Internationally, various legal frameworks tend to partially acknowledge the rights of animals,
particularly in regards to living beings as sentient entities, but often fail to address them be-
yond their status as movable property. Moreover, Georgian legislation still qualifies animals as
movable property, despite recent legal changes that may indicate a shift in the treatment of
animals as qualified subjects.

It is noteworthy that within the Civil Code of Georgia, specifically in Article 1003, attention is
solely directed towards the assessment of damages caused by animals, and within the subtext,
animals are perceived as objects of ownership, suggesting that Georgian law views animals
as property rather than sentient beings. Animals may possess rights and ownership, allowing
them to be held accountable to specific individuals.

Within a legal context, addressing the protection of animal rights necessitates a consideration
of "other spiritual entities,” emphasizing the necessity of legal and moral analysis concern-
ing animals. However, it is imperative to reconsider the establishment of animal status within
the legal framework, granting them rights and responsibilities in accordance with their spe-
cific identities, rather than treating them as mere movable property. This process should be
grounded in moral and philosophical principles. Consequently, the incorporation of this legal
category should lead to more careful consideration of animal intelligence and subjectivity, ul-
timately advancing their rights to a new stage.

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Alimony as a guarantor of family relationship and problems caused by avoiding its payment

Abstract

The imposition of alimony in Georgia, as well as in the whole world, is a very relevant and
problematic issue. In essence, alimony is a Latin word and means receiving alimony. This is
the wording given in the Civil Code of Georgia. Establishment of the institution of alimony in
today’s legal system has gone through many stages. Compared to the Soviet legislation, it is
formulated in a radically different way in the Civil Code of Georgia. A narrow understanding of
alimony is widespread in society, which is expressed in the material provision of the parent for
the child. However, receiving alimony not only means the parent’s obligation to provide for the
child’s material well-being, but it can also be expressed in the child’s responsibility. It should be
noted that the imposition of alimony also regulates the relationship between family members.
It is the guarantee of family relationship between parent and child after divorce. It can be said
that the mentioned part of the Civil Code covers the field of family law. Family law provides for
existing relationships between family members, which, of course, requires a special provision in
the legal system. The imposition of alimony is a kind of legal lever to maintain the relationship
between a parent and a child, or between spouses. But the question is how “healthy” is the
relationship provided by the norms of law. It should be emphasized that the request for mate-
rial security of the parties with the help of the court often has a negative impact on the family
members. Sometimes it is expressed in non-timely fulfillment of the mentioned obligation or
in its violation. That is why family members try to avoid providing each other with alimony
through certain illegal methods.

Thus, alimony is often a guarantee of a family relationship or, on the contrary, a newly creat-
ed dispute between family members. Accordingly, the above-mentioned problematic issues,
which are caused by the relationship between the legal system and beyond, are discussed in

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The importance of the European Convention on Human Rights and the precedent law

of the European Court of Human Rights in the judicial practice of states

Abstract

The European Convention on Human Rights was signed in Rome on November 4, 1950. Later,
on September 3, 1953, it entered into force. The Convention was adopted under the auspices
of the Council of Europe, the purpose of which is to protect human rights, strengthen pluralist
democracy, and promote the rule of law. Since 1999, the European Convention on Human
Rights has been the source of Georgia's domestic law and is legally binding nationally. In
addition, as an international agreement, it is binding for Georgia at the international level.
Accordingly, it has relevant obligations in the domestic and international spheres, as in the
case of other member states of the Convention, which are the subject of this study. Thus, the
purpose of this study is to present the role of the European Court of Human Rights and the
European Convention on Human Rights in the practice of the domestic courts of the member
states of the Convention. Based on the background of the obligations mentioned above, the
states party to the Convention need to include in their national judicial practice the standards
established by the European Convention on Human Rights and the European Court of Justice.
The use of the European Convention on Human Rights is essential for national courts to protect
the rights of individuals with a higher standard, and it is also important to use the precedent
law of the European Court as a means of interpreting the norms of the Convention and de-
termining the scope of its legal validity. The research presents arguments on these and other
grounds. In addition, the study discusses the significance of the 16th additional protocol to
the European Convention developed by the Parliamentary Assembly of the Council of Europe
in 2013, through which national courts have the authority to apply to the European Court
of Justice with a request to issue an advisory opinion. In its preamble, the goal of improving
the relationship between the European Court and national courts is clearly stated. The study
showed that the states, including Georgia, attach fundamental importance to the application
of the case law and the European Convention at the national level and apply them as needed
in their domestic judicial practice, the reasoning about which is more clearly demonstrated in
the study, based on the relevant statistics, based on which it can be concluded that It would be

desirable that the case law of the European Court of Justice be used with more frequent inten-
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sity by the National Court, especially when the parties point directly to them. In conclusion, the
aforementioned practice and its legal analysis are evaluated. Discussions are presented about
the role of the defenders of the interests of the parties and other people in conducting this
process. The importance of a given issue is assessed.

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Abstract

Cow's milk protein allergy (CMPA) is an immunologically mediated adverse reaction to cow's
milk proteins, primarily casein and whey. CMPA typically manifests in infants within weeks or
months after birth, with allergens transmitted via oral intake, breastmilk, and even in utero. It
ranks as the third most common food allergy in infants, with a prevalence of 2-7.5%. CMPA is
more likely in infants with a family history of allergies, eczema, or asthma. Diagnosing CMPA is
challenging due to overlapping symptoms with other conditions and a lack of definitive tests,
often leading to under- or over-diagnosis.

CMPA can present as IgE-mediated, non-IgE-mediated, or mixed reactions, with symptoms
ranging from skin reactions and gastrointestinal issues to severe respiratory problems. Unlike
lactose intolerance, CMPA involves an immune response to milk proteins, which can trigger
reactions even in small amounts. Management involves eliminating cow’s milk and substituting
with hydrolyzed or amino acid-based formulas to prevent nutritional deficiencies.

A case study illustrates a 3-month-old with persistent constipation and poor weight gain,
which improved significantly with an extensively hydrolyzed formula, highlighting the need for
consideration of CMPA in similar clinical presentations. This case underscores the potential for
maternal dietary habits to influence neonatal CMPA development and the importance of early
dietary interventions. Overall, CMPA has a generally favorable prognosis, with most children
outgrowing the allergy by adulthood, especially in non-IgE-mediated cases. Regular reassess-

ment and cautious dietary management are crucial for optimal outcomes.

This study investigates the
legal basis of universal jurisdiction, as defined by important international agreements like the
Geneva Conventions, the Convention Against Torture, and customary international law. It looks

The study
suggests that although the principle needs improvements and more international collabora-
tion, it is crucial for tackling atrocities that jeopardize global peace and security. Strengthened
legal structures and global cooperation are crucial for surmounting current challenges and

successfully enforcing universal jurisdiction.

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The political-legal consequences of the impeachment mechanism in Georgian reality

Abstract

The constitutionalism is based on the idea of democracy and freedom in the modern world
and incorporates principles that establish the fundamental values of a developed legal state.
In the system of constitutional legal values, the most significant principle is the separation of
powers. The implementation of the foresaid political-legal procedure is the result of concerted
action of two branches of government: the political decision of parliament and legal order of
the court and the purpose of it is the removal of an individual from the office. On the other
hand, during the last 30 years, Georgia has tested almost all models of republican governance.
As a result of the 2017-2018 constitutional reforms, the current edition of the Georgian Con-
stitution includes legal grounds for impeachment procedures, encompassing violations of the
Constitution or the presence of criminal elements in the actions of the highest state officials.
In practice, an impeachment procedure against the president was carried out in 2023. The
main problematic issue was the president’s foreign political meetings with the presidents of
the Federal Republic of Germany, the Republic of France, and the Council of Europe, for which
she did not have government approval. Consequently, 6 judges of the Constitutional Court
confirmed the President’s breach of the Constitution, while 3 judges had a different opinion.
Due to the lack of the necessary 2/3 majority of votes in the parliamentary vote, the president
did not lose his office through the impeachment mechanism. The purpose of this paper is to
discuss Georgia's experience with the impeachment mechanism as a country with a parliamen-
tary governance model, to review the legal practices established by the Constitutional Court,

and to explore the political significance of the parliament's final decision.

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Abstract

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The role of civil penalty in the Georgian legal system

Abstract

In modern world, where civil relationships are highly developed, the role of penalty holds
great importance. According to Article 417 of the Civil Code of Georgia, penalty is a monetary
amount determined by the agreement of the parties, which the debtor must pay for non-ful-
fillment or improper performance of the obligation.

The purpose of the norm is to ensure that the debtor fulfills his obligations in good faith and
to protect the interests of the creditor. However, what is proven in theory takes a completely
different form in practice. In this abstract, | would like to discuss the importance of civil penalty,
the possibility of its reduction and the practice of its use.

In the process of imposing a penalty, both sides must be taken into account - the creditor, to
whom the obligation must be fulfilled in a concerted manner, and the debtor, who must not
lose the interest in the contractual relationship due to the imposition of an extremely exces-
sive amount. All of this is regulated by the court, which can reduce the inappropriately high
penalty, taking into account the circumstances of the case. Of course, any norm that tends to
maintain equality is justified, but how the implementation of the norm stands in the light of
day is another matter.

In particular, the rich judicial practice of the country allows us to conclude that most of the
complaints received regarding the reduction of the quarry have been satisfied. As innocuous as
all this may seem, there is a line, whether it is a real defense mechanism or a symbolic addition
to the existing law that anyone can “disrupt”. Does it make sense to implement a mechanism
that will change anyway?

| would like to mention the decision of the court of cassation, which canceled the court’s de-
cision on the reduction of the penalty and clarified that the court must protect the equality of
the parties within the framework established by the law. In conclusion, | think a balance should
be maintained. The court should take into account not only the debtor’s loss, but also the real
interest of the creditor, and should avoid turning the institution of penalty into an impractical,

unused norm.

Therefore, that, what was existing with the kind of unwrited norms were conditioned as a result
of legal regulations and appeared uncertainty among the population because the legal direc-
tion who improves the civil law, caused a chain of problems. Society didn't understand what
was legal or illegal, because their level of consciousness was limited only by the established
tradition of the society in which they lived. As we see, the problem is in its regulatory norms
which is separated from unknown emission law with its existing and unexistig emissions.

In modern times, cyber operations contribute to the
implementation of geopolitical pressure, and therefore, states need to develop cyber security
for defense and security purposes. As examples of this, we can cite cases from the real world
when one state illegally violated cyberspace. Examples of this are the cyberattack on Estonia in
2007, the cyberattack on the computer system of the Iranian nuclear station in 2010, and the
cyberattack on Georgia in 2008 during the war with Russia.

Georgia belongs to the group of states where the constitution takes precedence over an inter-
national treaty. It is imperatively established in international law that a State has no power to
refuse to fulfil an obligation under an international treaty, including in the event that the said
international treaty has been declared unconstitutional. It should be noted that in Georgia,
based on the principle of the supremacy of the Constitution, all normative acts must be in ac-
cordance with the Constitution, however, if an international treaty does not contradict the na-
tional legislation, then it has the supreme power over an intrastate normative act, at the same
time the fourth and 47-th article of the Constitution of Georgia has been carefully examined.
The article discusses the practice of different countries in relation to international treaties, and
also discusses Articles 27 and 46 of the Vienna Convention.

Abstract

,Children are people with special rights and not just passive objects of charity” — with this
statement the Convention on the Rights of the Child established a completely new approach
to the status of children in the international community. Historical experience clearly showed
humanity the necessity of proper protection of human rights and freedoms. Focusing on mi-
nors, has become an exemplary step for most states. This is evidenced by the fact that soon
a broad consensus was reached between the countries on the above-mentioned issue, which
was manifested in the mass ratification of the Convention on the rights of the child at the level
of national legislations.

Recognition of a child as a person in need of special protection and care led to kind of soft-
ening of state policy and justice towards minors. This attitude towards the issue created a
serious puzzle for the states — prevention of the crimes committed by children became more
challenging. Despite various preconditions, we can say that in any case, the moment of age
and the more than usual leniency of the judicial system seem to leave children more room for
arbitrariness.

Georgia is one of the countries which faces under-18 criminals. Practically every day, we get
the news about law violations committed by teenagers. And the crimes are not limited only to
a small scale.

The purpose of the research is to analyze the nature of juvenile delinquency in Georgia. The
discussion will be based on the relevant normative acts and precedents, as well as international

legal aspects of the issue. Finally, we will refer to the actual gaps and ways of their elimination.

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Peculiarities of regulation of marriage contract in private law

Abstract

In the process of imposing a penalty, both sides must be taken into account - the creditor, to
whom the obligation must be fulfilled in a concerted manner, and the debtor, who must not
lose the interest in the contractual relationship due to the imposition of an extremely exces-
sive amount.

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Validity of Electronically Concluded Contracts and Challenges in Their Enforcement

The electronic market and its means of realization represent the driving force of modern entre-
preneurial and non-entrepreneurial activities. In Georgia, as in the rest of the world, the future
belongs to those legal relationships that adapt to the changing digital environment. Such an
environment is represented by the electronic market, while the instrument of adaptation is the
electronic contract. The latter has become a kind of strategic resource in the legal and IT com-
munity, aimed at implementing improved ICT products or services.

Within the framework of the digital economy and e-commerce, there is a necessity to replace
material contracts with electronic forms, especially since ,in June 2014, Georgia signed an
Association Agreement with the European Union, by which the state undertook the obliga-
tion to align its legislation with EU legislation and international legal instruments. It marks the
beginning of a completely new stage in the development of Georgian lawmaking, which is
conditioned by its legally binding nature”. The migration of contracts from physical to digital
sphere somewhat violates the paradigm of contractual doctrine, in particular, it reduces human
influence in contractual relationships, transactions, and reinforces that contract law has the
ability to accept automation.

According to Article 2(h) of the Georgian Law on Electronic Commerce, an electronic contract
is a contract concluded by electronic means for the purposes of this law. As the peculiarities of
the legal regime of such contracts are insufficiently developed in the current legislative space,
it is expedient to establish the legal nature of electronically concluded contracts.

The aim of this paper is to highlight the legal problems related to the incorporation of elec-
tronic contracts in the legislative space, to provide a comprehensive analysis of the evolution of
the digital transaction concept in the context of international and national experience based on
international documents, scientific papers, and court practice, to analyze the results obtained
in terms of improving legislative norms, and to seek effective ways to eliminate existing prob-
lems.

Along with the destruction of the monarchical regime and the establishment of democratic
institutions, the main challenge of the states remains the fundamental introduction of the
principles of the democratic state in the society. And for this, mechanisms were created that
encourage the population to take responsibility for public affairs and to contribute more to the
decision of their own fate as well as their country’s destiny.

"You can protect your rights and interests from the state only when you yourself participate in
the process of creating the government and determining politics.” - these are the words of the
philosopher John Stuart Mill, with which he characterized one of the three types of democracy,
namely, the form of direct democracy, the main means of implementation of which is a refer-
endum.

The Organic Law of Georgia “On the Referendum” regulates the legal framework related to the
referendum and defines it as a general public poll with a vote, which is held to decide import-
ant state issues finally. The issues of appointing a referendum according to the Constitution
of Georgia are regulated in paragraph 2 of Article 52 and belong to one of the powers of the
President of Georgia. Despite the fact that the constitution of Georgia and the organic law reg-
ulate this issue, there is still a controversial question in relation to the referendum, which raises
a discussion on the topic - does the referendum limit the public authority or does it give the
governing bodies more opportunity to actively implement the rule of the people in practice.
Based on the given situation and differences of opinion, the viewpoint of the authors will be
strengthened on the basis of both Georgian and foreign practice, which will give the reader the

opportunity to better understand the current issue.

This paper delves into the liability of a partner of a limited liability company (LLC) to third par-
ties for the company’s obligations, with a specific focus on the legal framework in Georgia. The
principle of limited liability is foundational to LLCs, typically protecting partners from personal
responsibility for the company’s debts. However, Georgia’s Law on Entrepreneurs provides an
exception wherein a partner can be personally liable to the company’s creditors under certain
conditions. This exception applies in “exceptional cases” where a partner has misused the com-
pany form and the company cannot fulfill its obligations to creditors. This provision introduces
the concept of “piercing the corporate veil,” a doctrine that allows courts to disregard the lim-
ited liability structure to hold partners personally accountable. The paper aims to analyze this
legislative provision, exploring the circumstances under which the veil can be pierced and the
implications for partners of LLCs. It examines the criteria for determining misuse of the compa-
ny form, including fraudulent activities, commingling of personal and company assets, and un-
dercapitalization. Additionally, the paper compares Georgian practices with those in other ju-
risdictions to highlight potential areas for legal reform and the development of jurisprudence.
Given the nascent state of Georgian case law on this matter, this paper also reviews theoretical
perspectives and draws on analogous cases from other legal systems to provide a compre-
hensive understanding of the conditions that might lead to personal liability. By doing so, the
paper contributes to the ongoing discourse on corporate governance and creditor protection,
offering insights into the balance between encouraging entrepreneurship through limited li-
ability and safeguarding the interests of creditors. The findings underscore the importance of
clear legal standards and judicial guidance in fostering a predictable and fair business environ-

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The Right to Self-Determination of Nations: A Comparative Legal Analysis of Kosovo

and Georgia

Abstract

The principle of equality and self-determination of nations is a fundamental tenet of interna-
tional law. This principle is enshrined in the 1970 United Nations Declaration on the Principles
of International Law and the Final Act of the Helsinki Conference, which collectively affirm the
right of all peoples to freely determine their political status and pursue their economic, social,
and cultural development without external interference. Additionally, these instruments obli-
gate states to respect this right in accordance with international statutes.

Despite its foundational importance, the principle of self-determination poses significant chal-
lenges to international law, particularly when invoked by national minorities seeking secession.
This study examines the international community’s stance on this issue through the compara-
tive analysis of the cases of Kosovo and South Ossetia. It highlights that the United Nations and
other international organizations generally do not recognize the right of national minorities
to secede from a democratic sovereign state (as seen in South Ossetia), except in instances
of gross and systematic violations of minority rights that contravene international law (as evi-
denced by Kosovo).

The Kosovo case is unique due to the severity of ethnic cleansing and crimes against civilians,
which have few parallels. In contrast, the Russian Federation’s 2008 invasion of Georgia, framed
as a "humanitarian intervention,” underscores the contentious nature of external interventions
purportedly justified by self-determination claims.

This work aims to critically analyze the extent to which the principle of self-determination can
be exercised by national minorities and the legitimacy of third-state interventions in such con-

texts, using the cases of Kosovo and South Ossetia as focal points.
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Abstract

In this work, the problematic issues of alienation of agricultural land will be discussed. In gen-
eral, the right to property is protected by the nineteenth article of the Constitution of Georgia,
which points to its great importance as a basic right. The right to property has a fundamental
character for the personal growth of a person, because it is on the realization of the said right
that the increase in the level of independence and personal development of a person largely
depends. The right of ownership applies to both movable and immovable things. In our case,
the subject of consideration is real estate, in particular, land, which can be of two types: agri-
cultural land and non-agricultural land. Although the right to property is a basic right protected
by the constitution, it may be placed within certain frameworks and boundaries. The problem
of alienation of agricultural land is revealed right here, because according to Article 19, Clause
4 of the Constitution of Georgia, it can be owned only by the state, a self-governing unit, a cit-
izen of Georgia or an association of Georgian citizens. Based on the above, it is clear that a cit-
izen of a foreign country cannot own agricultural land (except for exceptional cases regulated
by a special law), which is due to the special importance of agricultural land in both social and
economic aspects, which raises a logical to the question of how valid it is to limit the right to
property based on the sign of citizenship with the mentioned argument - This is the main sub-
ject of discussion in this work. In order to understand and solve the mentioned problem within
the scope of the possibility, we will use both the opinions spread in the legal literature and
the decisions from the judicial practice, in which the problematic side of the given issue will be
clearly outlined. Based on the importance of the issue, we consider it expedient to consider the
legislative regulation of foreign countries regarding the alienation of agricultural land, which,
using the comparison method, will help us to talk about the expediency and inadvisability of

the Georgian regulation.

The constitutional regulation of the territorial arrangement of Georgia is an important chal-
lenge in the light of the current political situation. In addition to the occupied regions, the issue
of the Autonomous Republic of Adjara attracts no less attention, even because it is under the
jurisdiction of Georgia and has a special status compared to other regions, which is due not
only to the historical past, but also to modern internal and external political challenges and
problems. However, despite this, there are differences of opinion about the constitutional sta-
tus of Adjara.

In addition to the above, the issue of Adjara is also interesting from a general state point of
view, because it is directly related to the state interests of Georgia and attracts a lot of attention
for the purpose of protecting territorial integrity and sovereignty. Based on the common po-
litical interests of the country, it is necessary to review the issue of constitutional regulation of
the Autonomous Republic of Adjara.

Against the background of the regional politics of the modern Caucasus, it will be
irrelevant if we cite century-old reasons to justify the current status of Adjara. Today there is a
completely different reality, and taking into account this reality and the not-so-distant histor-
ical perspective, the conference paper "Georgia’s Territorial Arrangement - Problematic Issues
of the Autonomous Republic of Adjara” will help us understand whether the necessity of grant-

ing the status of an autonomous republic to Adjara is on the current Georgian political agenda.

The aim of the submitted paper is to discuss the problems surrounding unregistered marriages
and raise public awareness on this issue.

In recent decades, the number of unregistered unions, also referred to as unregistered mar-
riages, has increased significantly. The Civil Code of Georgia regulates only marriage registered
in accordance with the procedure established by the legislation of Georgia and other family or
inheritance relations related to it, while unregistered unions remain completely beyond legal
regulation, which is a problem not only in the legal spaces of Georgia, but also in other coun-
tries, especially in the case of unregistered marriages, the determination of property rights and
obligations among actual spouses point of view.

The paper will gradually review the main differences between registered and unregistered mar-
riages, the problems of the division of the co-ownership of the spouses in de facto marriage
and the absence of them in ranks of legal heirs, the practice of the Supreme Court of Georgia
and the Constitutional Court of Georgia. In the paper, readers will also be able to learn about
the statistics of unregistered marriages created based on the data of the Caucasus Barometer
Survey with respect to registered marriages and religious marriages, which are also not recog-
nized in the Georgian legal space. Thus, the paper will allow the reader to clearly perceive the
importance of legal regulation of unregistered marriages in Georgia. The final part of the paper
will include the authors’ views on the ways of resolving the issue, which are developed on the
basis of the analysis of judicial practice and in accordance with the constitutional principles of

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Jury institute in Georgia and its challenges

Abstract

Predecessor legal institutions of the jury trial can be found in the early stages of the origin of
states, be it the Helleist court in ancient Athens, the “"Magna Carta” or etc.

In Georgia, Article 81 of the Constitution of February 21, 1921 determined that “for serious
criminal offenses, as well as serious political and press crimes, there is an institution of jury”.
However, three days after the adoption of the Constitution, on February 25, 1921, the 11 The
army entered Tbilisi and the first democratic republic of our country ceased to exist. During the
Soviet occupation, the jury institution was abolished until the 2004 constitutional amendment.
The institution is considered as the most democratic form of justice, at this time the people
represent the "supreme judge”. Nevertheless, on the example of Georgia, we face a number of
challanges, the discussion of which is the main goal of our research.

These challenges are dictated by the fact that jurors are referred to as unqualified “judges”. In
addition, they should make a decision based only on the evidence presented at the hearing,
even if certain evidence may worsen the person’s condition, although there is a reasonable
doubt, it should be decided in favor of the person, which, in practice, is unlikely for a non-law-
yer to consider.

The next obstacle is the so-called nullification, implicit bias refers to the subconscious attitudes
and stereotypes of the jurors, which are dictated by norms rooted in society, cultural differen-
tiation or other conditions, the presence of which may affect the interpretation of the evidence
presented to the court and, subsequently, the verdict.

The next challenge is the danger of indirectly influencing juries by the mass media, which is re-
lated to the importance of the digital age in the 21st century. However, in such a case, freedom
of the press competes with, on the other hand, the guarantee that jurors will be able to exercise
their rights and duties in good faith.

Despite of the various imperfections of the Jury Institute, Its importance for the existence of
the democratic state must be recognized, as well as the implementation of the principle - ,to
perform the fair justice”. While discussing the advantages and disadvantages of the Jury Insti-
tute It's essential to take into the consideration the examples, statistics and researches that has
already been implemented in practice, and these are the sources that we will be using in our

work along with recommendations and prevention ways.

While electronic elections
are seen as adding risks related to democratic consolidation and electoral trust, they also en-
hance the security, speed, and accuracy of the process, thereby increasing confidence in elec-
tion administration. Our conference aims to examine the benefits and drawbacks of electronic
elections, explain the features of this process, and assess its implementation in contemporary

Georgia. This paper is intended for lawyers, law students, and anyone interested in these topics.

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Abstract

This scientific work analyzes the essence of personal non-property rights, the legal mecha-
nism of their protection - the institution of moral damages and the use of its three satisfactory,
repressive and preventive functions in practice. Personal non-property rights belong to one of
the fundamental rights of the state, which is protected by a number of legal regulations, one
of which is compensation for non-material damages. Compensation for moral damages is one
of the forms of civil-legal responsibility which is of universal importance. Its use in the case of
unjustified interference in the field of personal rights confirms the expediency and relevance of
its investigation. The paper describes the environment in which the responsibility for non-pe-
cuniary damages is imposed and how the damages can harm both the victim and the person
who causes it. This mechanism aims not only to alleviate the mental suffering of the victim and
to replace negative feelings with the positive ones, but also to gain influence on the perform-
er of illegal actions and to prevent the infringement of personal rights in the future. Different
types of damage in civil law are discussed and the means of their separation are given, which
is necessary, since there is no clearly defined understanding of non-material damage. The
problematic cases of compensation for moral damages are covered- how the court acts when a
person received health and life-threatening injury or when the subject of moral compensation
resurfaces after a person’s death, which is interesting, because this mechanism of protection
of non-property means is characterized by special hardship, complexity and multifacetedness.
Non-pecuniary damages are a civil-legal sanction for non-material damages and they are not
materially manifested which makes it difficult to depict the financial equivalent of damages
caused by mental suffering. The aim of this study is to present the purpose of compensating
non-material damages and to determine how the institution of moral damages serves the citi-
zen and helps the state with providing a free person with dignity. The work describes a realistic
picture of court’s progress in reaching the institution’s second goal of achieving , desirable side
effect” Based on the examples. The prerequisites for the satisfaction of the claim are defined in
detail, and the prerequisites for the occurrence of moral damage and its legal scope are iden-
tified. Listed are the methods and principles of calculating the amount of damages resulting
from infringement of personal non-property rights, which are used by judges. At the end is
offered is a summary review of the effective operation of this institution and a conclusion on

its use.

Abstract

The basis and starting point of a democratic state is the principle of checks and balances. Ac-
cording to Montesquieu’s paradigm of separation of power, for the idea of people’s govern-
ment to be implemented, the branches of government should possess mechanisms of mutual
control and mutual balance.

The role of the head of state with appropriate instruments in balancing the three branches
is a matter of the research. Sometimes the president is at the head of the executive power,
and in the parliamentary republic he is a neutral figure, however, the crucial importance is the
presence of levers in his hands, through which he can bind the bodies of the legislative and
executive power, so that chaos and political crisis do not arise, people’s interests are protected,
and their free participation in the management of the country is ensured, their constitutional
rights should not be grossly violated. To achieve this goal, the head of state must be equipped
with special powers, since his mission is to implement the will of the state. Today, in the practice
of constitutionalism, the veto institution operates, which is the most important political tool of
the president and promotes his participation in legislative processes, which is a prerequisite for
the above-mentioned balance. The term “veto” is of Latin origin and means prohibition. This
mechanism originated in ancient Rome and since then it has evolved along with the develop-
ment of state administration and law. Using the right of veto is an interesting procedure. Leg-
islative practice knows the suspensive veto. The Parliament has the obligation to consider the
draft law returned by the President with motivated remarks, which ends with the acceptance
of the remarks or the overcoming of the veto. In addition, there is the concept of absolute,
or “pocket” veto. In such a case, the president neither signs the draft law nor returns it to the
parliament with motivated remarks due to the expiration of the term of office of the legislative
body or any other reason.

In order to assess the role of the veto in the implementation of law-making activities, the ques-
tion of what the main purpose of this institution is must be answered. Obviously, the influence
of the president on the decisions of the parliament serves to eliminate the danger of abuse
of power, and this is good for each person, but does the use of this restraining power by the

president always correspond to the will of the population? Does the veto always ensure the
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supremacy of the Constitution? The parliamentary majority is also the people’s choice, and one
person should be able to ignore their will? The purpose of the research is to analyze this issue

and consider it from a constitutional point of view.

“Administrative Complaint as a Prerequisite for Filing a Lawsuit”. The problem in society is the
difference between an administrative lawsuit and a complaint and the accurate perception of
the scope of action. The subject of our discussion is the concept of an administrative complaint
in a democratic social legal state, its functions, legal meaning, form, aspects of admissibility
and justification, the circle of subjects authorized to submit a complaint. In connection with
the administrative complaint, the concept of the administrative lawsuit is discussed, they are
characterized by both similarities and differences, this issue causes confusion among the pop-
ulation.

Due to this, the population is not able to fully use their administrative legal right. In the form
of recommendations, the prerequisites and scope of the use of these two institutions are dis-
cussed, which are indicated by the Supreme Law-Constitution of Georgia, the General Admin-
istrative Code of Georgia, the Civil Procedure Code of Georgia, etc.

The purpose of the presented conference is to raise public awareness about the administrative
complaint. The use of administrative rights in this regard should be popularized, so that the
persons in need know all the alternative means of restoring their violated right.

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Abstract

Family and inheritance law is the part of civil law that most clearly reflects the changing events
in society. In general, the role of the family in the development process of the society is the
greatest, since the majority of people initially receive the moral beginnings in it, which will later
determine their future as worthy members of the society. The proposed conference topic is Ar-
ticle 1240 of the Civil Code of Georgia, the assessment of the problematic nature of this norm,
which often appears, which is clearly seen in the practice of the national court. Confirmation of
adoption in the case of the death of the guardian is important because the person can enjoy
the rights that he has as a rightful heir.

In the modern world, we can even consider the recognition of children as a decisive factor for
the subject of law, especially when the guardian is dead, since the establishment of this fact
is connected with the origin of many legal rights, which are not limited only to custody and
property rights. The determination of the mentioned legal fact affects not only the adopted
person, but also other relatives of the deceased, that is why this norm is relevant. At stake is, on
the one hand, a person who wants to confirm the fact of his adoption by the deceased, which
may not be true, and on the other hand, a circle of possible unscrupulous persons who do not
want to confirm the fact of the adoption of this person by the heir. This norm of the Civil Code
is problematic, since it gives both parties mentioned above the opportunity to make a legal
mistake in case of obtaining the necessary evidence. It is important that the norm undergoes
a corresponding change. The paper will also discuss the national judicial practice, which is not
uniform, which in turn confirms the technical malfunction of the norm of the mentioned law.
The paper will use comparative legal research, which will be based on examples of legislation
and judicial practice of European countries. The formulation of the norm that best responds to
the need to maintain balance will be proposed. As a result of the analysis of the material, rel-
evant recommendations will be formulated. This fact will be enough to fully present the issue.

The article delves into the connection between personal life and artificial intelligence, with a
focus on the issue of fake material infringing upon a person’s right to privacy. Safeguarding
the right to personal life has historically posed challenges, and in the current technological
landscape, this issue has become notably acute.

Personal secrets consist of various rights guaranteed by the constitution, including sexual ori-
entation or information related to sexual life, family secrets, and information that, if disclosed,
would put a person in an undesirable position in front of society. On the other hand, artificial
intelligence is increasingly pervasive, establishing itself in public and private spaces. The article
highlights the growing prevalence of programs like “Deepfake” that allow for the creation of
fake material in a fraction of a second.

Digitalization, while associated with many positive aspects, poses a threat to human rights,
including the right to protect one’s life from unwanted attention. In practice, there has been a
collision between the secrecy of private life, its inviolability, and freedoms of information and
speech.

Accordingly, the issue of solving this problem arises. It is noteworthy that Article 157" of the
criminal law code, which declares the violation of the secret of personal life as a punishable
offense, does not impose responsibility for cases when a person artificially creates material
containing personal information and makes it public, which should be considered a drawback
of this Article. It should be guaranteed that in case of violation of the right, we will have the
opportunity to restore it, and in our reality, the most effective means of ensuring the latter is
legislation. Therefore, it is appropriate to include fabricated material in the objective composi-

tion of the said crime.

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Dogmatic and legislative analysis of rape

Abstract

At the current stage of human development, the spread of crimes against sexual freedom has
put the civilized world in front of a global problem. In legal doctrine, it is unanimously recog-
nized that rape is the most dangerous violent act among sexual crimes.

The present work will discuss the preventive mechanisms for the elimination of rape crimes,
scientific analysis of the constituent norms of rape provided by the Criminal Code, absence of
a record of consent in the legislation and the distribution of the burden of proof between the
victim and the perpetrator.

Despite the changes made in the legislation, such as the amendment of November 27, 2013,
which increased the punishment for the crime, in terms of compliance of the mentioned articles
with international legal requirements, a number of important aspects still remain a problem.
From the point of view of international law, many different documents have been adopted
regarding sexual crimes. It is interesting to analyze sexual violence in the context of interna-
tional law, which does not mean rape in a narrow sense, only establishing sexual relations with
a person, or entering another person’s body, but also includes a number of complex crimes.
Our direction is that the Georgian legislation responds to international challenges in relation
to sexual crimes.

In connection with this topic, we can mention the Istanbul Convention, which was adopted
in 2011 by the member states of the Council of Europe. The Georgian legislator reflected the
mentioned document in the internal legislation, and how correctly and effectively this was im-
plemented will be described in detail in the work.

Today, not only the increase in rape cases is considered a problem, but also the timely inves-
tigation of the said sexual violence cases, the full investigation of the issue, the punishment of
criminals and the restoration of justice, moreover, this is evidenced by a number of statistical
data that reflect the number of unsolved crimes in the country and the unachieved justice.
One and not the only such gap is the non-existent record of the victim’s refusal in the rape
norm record. Regarding the mentioned issue, there is a mixed approach from the side of the
scientists, some of them agree with the international approach and support the inclusion of

the refusal element as a change in the norm, while some consider that the entry of the norm
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is correct. While talking about the issue, our mission will be to discuss both types of opinions

through proper judicial practice.

Abstract

Employees and labor inspection face the reality of irregular labor control. Even under the cir-
cumstances of inspection’s existence the usage of legal forces is socially avoided, resulting into
inability to ensure transparent and predictable environment.

The fault of incomplete effectiveness of labor inspection lays within workload disbalance in
the structure, which complicates inspection. Employers avoid obligations via normative and
systemic flaws. This shows: function of supervision - not a priority.

In reality, labor inspection aims to “guarantee the implementation of labor norms,” which
means, it must protect and guarantee the parties’ rights via labor law code and other normative
documents, attempting to bring normative ideals to factual legal relationships.

The digitalization has the ability to revolutionize labor field. Further in - minimize omissioned
nuances of inspection, bias, bureaucratic stress, human error during data analysis - using tech-
nology. The fast-paced modernity nudges various aspects of life, including labor market, to
pick up, in order to benefit.

Labor inspection refinement proved important in identifying civil contracts signed to cover up
labor relationships in Poland. It simplified bogus self-employment control in Europe. South
American countries gather information, systemize it, guarantee its availability using technolo-
gy. Georgia has a human resource issue, with a solution of digitalization.

To achieve the goal, retraining existing human resources, raising social awareness towards
employee rights and applying technological advancements are important. Obviously, afore-
mentioned novelties are tied to certain financial expenses. Considering foreign examples, this
is a rational and appropriate investment to recover labor relations. Following research aims
to analyze this to conclude proposals about labor inspection digitalization to implement best

practice into Georgian reality.

Transactions within games, such as trading
virtual goods, are governed by electronic contracts embedded within the gaming platform,
specifying the rights and obligations of the players. Labor relations have also become more
flexible, with remote work becoming widespread.

International trade is thriving as well, but the harmonization of legal frameworks is essential to
facilitate this growth.

The topic to be presented at the scientific student conference will concern the participation
of interested parties in the process of administrative proceedings. First, the paper examines
the stakeholder institution. the rights and duties assigned to them by the current legislation.
The paper clearly presents their role in the decision-making process, the importance of their
involvement in the process of administrative proceedings, as well as the consequences caused
by the violation of this right.

The issue of the participation of interested parties in the process of administrative proceedings
does not lose its relevance both in Georgia and worldwide. Nowadays, the legal policy of mod-
ern European states is aimed at the maximum involvement of society in the process of imple-
mentation of governance. This is also confirmed by Article 18 of the Constitution of Georgia,
whose protected area includes the right to fair administrative proceedings. Protection of basic
human rights is the main duty of every democratic and legal state. Accordingly, the state must
constantly take into account the issue under consideration when exercising public powers.

It should be noted that the named issue is problematic, which is indicated by both court prac-
tice and legal literature. Mainly, this is manifested in the fact that the interested party is not
given the opportunity to present his opinion, which prevents comprehensive examination of
the facts and, therefore, making a fair decision. This issue is further complicated by the incon-
sistent judicial practice regarding the consequences of the violation of the said right. In partic-
ular, there are court decisions where, despite this, the court did not recognize the administra-
tive-legal act as invalid. However, as a rule, this leads to the invalidity of the act, which prevents
the implementation of public administration activities by the administrative body. The named
issue, on the one hand, violates the fundamental human right, and, on the other hand, has a
negative impact on the process of implementation of state governance.

In order to present this issue better, the paper will discuss the modern legislative regulation,
the General Administrative Code of Georgia and other normative acts that regulate the named
issue. Also, the relevant opinions expressed in the legal literature and the court’s instructions
regarding the named issue will be presented, which will ultimately help to solve the problems

related to this topic.

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Abstract

In the modern world, freedom of speech and expression has been significantly connected to
the complex issue of the negative impact of expressed personal views toward right to name,
which is correlaated with causing specific property damages. All of this is substantiated by
variety of cases in judicial practice, which concern the origin of tort liability as a reesult of pub-
licized information, In addition, there are a wide range of opinions in the doctrine as to where
the line can be drawn between personal opinion, which is protected by bsolute privilege in ac-
cordance with the law og georgian on freedom of speech and expression, and the publication
of defamatory information, which in turn is a prerequisite for the emergence of tortious liabili-
ty. Therefore above-mentioned statements determine the relevance of the existence of appro-
priate regulation at the domestic legislative level which is closely related to the implementation
of the unifie practice or normative acts at the international level in the domestic legislation of
the country. It is proposed that the key issue of the paper is the tortious obligation as a result
of publicizing the harmful information. Georgian and foreign sources are used in the work, and
the examples given are derived from the practices eestablished by Georgian and various states.
The article discusses in detail the essence of tortious liability, in addition the reletion of Article
993 of the Civil Code of Georgian with Article 18 of the same Code, the importance of defa-
mation notices and its negative impact on both individuals and legal entities are described. In
the paper, significant attention on the basis of the law of Georgian on "“freedom of speech and
exprssion”, and the reasoning is developed in relation to Article 17 of constitution of Georgian,
which presents freedom of opinion and expression as basic human rights. The main purpose
of the paper, under review, is to identify and advance the dividing line that passes between the
constitutional right to freedom of expression and the publication of defamatory information,
which is the basis of the tortioud liability, while the purpose of the paper is to determine the

form and scope of the tortious liability.
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Necessity of notarization in real estate transactions: protection of legitimacy and

prevention of fraud

Abstract

In modern jurisprudence, there are frequent differences of opinion regarding various issues;
however, all opinions accompanied by logical reasoning and argumentation actually deserve to
exist. Such an actual, controversial, and problematic issue is the need to observe the mandatory
form during real estate transactions, which serves an advisory function. The present study aims
to examine the relevance of notary services concerning the purchase or transfer of ownership of
real estate and to determine the necessity of their existence in given cases. The Notary Institute
focuses on preventing possible legal errors when concluding complex transactions, protecting
the rights of participating parties, and promoting the smooth transfer of property ownership.
Based on legal analysis and practical examples, this paper examines the changes made in the
Civil Code of Georgia in 2006, as a result of which notarization is no longer mandatory. The first
part of the paper will provide an overview of the importance and evolving role of notaries as
trusted public officials responsible for authenticating legal documents, preventing fraud, and
upholding the rule of law in real estate transactions. Three main goals are highlighted in the
work: 1. Analysis of the specific duties of notaries in the process of certifying a transaction on
real estate; 2. The role of the notary in real estate transactions; 3. Development of the existing
institution using examples from different countries, including Georgia. The second part of the
paper will present a comparative analysis against the background of foreign literature, as well
as the decisions of the Civil Affairs Chamber of the Supreme Court of Georgia, which will make
this research more argumentative. In particular, attention will be focused on the norms provid-
ed for by the German Civil Code, which recognize notary certification as one of the mandatory
prerequisites during real estate transactions, in contrast to the current Civil Code of Georgia.
Additionally, information on the legal past of Georgia, the influence of the Soviet Union on
the notary institution, and its relation to the current reality will be presented. The third part
of the paper presents the results of the research, leading to valuable information about how
notaries contribute to the legal security of real estate transactions. Also, it examines to what
extent it is necessary to make such an institution mandatory in Georgia, considering society's

limited education in specific legal issues. The final part of the paper will discuss various poten-
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tial reforms and improvements aimed at strengthening the notary institution and increasing its
role in Georgia. The positive aspects of notary involvement in real estate transactions will be
highlighted, including the protection of the weaker party in the transaction, being a guarantor
of good faith in legal relations, and serving as an additional confirmation mechanism for the

authenticity of the transaction.
